1. Amount: Several scholarships totaling up to $20,000.  The amounts will be paid as lump sum awards.
2. Objective: To promote, improve and encourage the profession and practice of land surveying in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania by providing financial assistance to those persons intending to pursue or who are currently pursuing an education in surveying with an ultimate goal of becoming practicing Professional Land Surveyors.
3. Award: Scholarships will be disbursed in two installments, the first issue being given by, August 6, 2010, the second by January 26, 2011.  Both installments are subject to current enrollment in a two year Surveying Technology Program or in a four year Bachelor of Science Surveying Program.
4. Recipients: The scholarship recipients will be chosen by the Foundation’s Board of Trustees based upon achievements, content of responses, grammar, presentation, and advisors evaluation.   Announcement of the recipients will be made in July of each year.  The Foundation will not discriminate against any person in the selection process on the basis of age, race, religion, sex, ancestry or national origin.
5. Eligibility: 
a. The applicant must be a citizen of the United States and be a resident of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
b. The applicant must be enrolled in or be accepted in a two-year Surveying Technology Program or a four-year Bachelor of Science Program in Land Surveying.
c. The applicant must submit copies of SAT scores and High School or College transcripts with completed Transcript Release Form from Guidance Office or Registrar’s Office.
