IMPORTANT REMINDERS:

Senior Portrait Notes: 

· Portraits must be turned in by mid-December for publication. These will be used for both yearbook and newspaper graduation tabloids in the spring. Only one photo need be submitted. It does not have to be glossy.

· Digital (preferred) or printed photos are acceptable. Digital pictures should have a minimum resolution of 300 dpi. If you turn in digital photos, however, Mrs. Taylor would still like a physical one for her bulletin board. (
· A “head-and-shoulders” shot should be submitted, not full length, please. We do not require a specific head size in portraits.

· We do not require specific outfits for portraits (some schools require jacket and tie for males and drapes for females). Be your best “tasteful” self!

· No! You may not have any pets on your pictures- seniors, only! (Really, we’ve been asked this!)

Other Senior Notes:

· Baby and “Remember When” Pictures:  Seniors are asked to submit 1-3 Baby photos (from birth to about 2 years of age) and 1-5 “Remember When” photos (from toddler age to approximately 8th grade). One of each will be used for the yearbook (note any preferences on the back of photos), and the others will be used for a Class Night slide show at the end of the school year. Your name must be on the back of each photo- write gently & not in marker so the photo is not ruined. All photos will be scanned and returned by the end of the school year. Due: Friday, December 11.

· Senior Ad Campaign:  Information packets will be sent home before November. Parents and guardians, please look out for these ad packets since the senior ads are a huge part of our budget!
